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The next monthly meeting of the Northside Art Association will be on Apr . 19th,  7:00 at the Hazelwood Library on Utz  Road.    Our speaker 

will be Cindy Royal, who specializes in mixed media. 

The meeting was called to order by Frank Sills at 7:05.  We had 16 people and one new member: Cheryl Coleman and her son.  She told us a little about her paintings and brought several along for us to look at.   

Our thanks to Marilyn Mackris, who gave us an excellent insight into and demonstration of Chinese Brush Painting.   Chinese brush painting is quite different than western painting.  It is based on the theory of Tao (pronounced dow), which is to live in order to achieve by not doing.  Everything in the world is complementary – the ying and the yang.  This makes a whole.  It is the connecting force of all things in nature.  Art is done to lead the artist to patience, endurance, harmony and balance.  The artists want people looking at their art to feel these qualities.  

There are eight basic strokes in calligraphy.  These same strokes are used in paintings.  Four is a sort of “magic” number.  The four seasons are called “the four gentlemen”.  Two strokes for each season; four corners of the earth; four directions; four essentials in painting: brushes, ink stone, ink stick, paper; brush rests on fourth finger when you paint.  She had samples of her work and tools.  Brushes are all hand-made from natural materials, even horse, weasel, feathers; she even had one made out of rat whiskers.

Marilyn has 3-4 classes a week at her home in Richmond Heights.  If you are interested in taking classes in pastels or Chinese brush painting,

This book is to be used as PR for potential members and locations to display members work. You can also type a bio and e-mail it to Judy for a nicer appearance. Several of our 

artists now have their photo, bio and works on a website page.  The website also has an itinerary of the year’s calendar, and a membership list.  You can also link to your own webpage.  Members need to get their website info prepared and presented in order to fulfill the purpose of the website and meet the cost of the website.  Website cost will possibly be $12 for three years.
