Jeff Weil, 314-304-4121, and Ray Ostmann  reminded  us about the upcoming charity event the Gateway Gay Rodeo Association is sponsoring on June 12 and 13 in Caseyville, Ill.  He had more applications blanks with him.  About half dozen of our members have already signed up for the show.     Proceeds will go to Food Outreach and EFA.  

Each artist was requested to donate one piece of artwork for a silent auction.     Each artist would  get  an 8 x 8 space in a tent for the two days of the show.  No commissions on sales.  The show would set up between 8:00 a.m. and 12:00 a.m. on June 12th.  Judging will to be 6:30 p.m.  Posting of ribbons tol be at noon on the 13th   Security will be on the job 24/7.  Each participating artist and spouse would receive a bracelet to rodeo, which will allow you to go in and out of the rodeo as you wish.  According to their website

The Gateway Gay Rodeo and Art Show was held on

Since it was a charity event, we did not receive prizes, but we did bring home some ribbons: Joan had a 2nd place and Best of Show; Dan had 2nd place, Maggie – 3rd, Robb – HM. The judging was scheduled for 6:30 but about 5:00, a terrible storm blew in and we had pretty much instant chaos  We were under a tent, but the wind was so strong that the rain blew everywhere.  We grabbed things and herded them to the middle of test as best we could.  Couldn’t get to areas for paper towels, etc., so we had to use whatever we had in our bags.  The judging was held in the midst of all these goings-on.  Got everything packed as best we could and got it home to dry off.  Joan, Maggie and Dan returned on Sun. to brave the water and mud.  GWGRA people were amazed to see us and very thankful, since most “vendors” did not show up second day.  Lots of compliments, interest, but no sales to speak of.  

One of the guys told Maggie that they were trying to figure out if us old gals knew what kind of event it was, since they couldn’t believe we would participate in gay rodeo.  They were told that us old gals are a lot more up-to-date than they knew.

Dan sold two paintings last month through an on line company that specializes in handmade items.  One was for around $800.  He has also been accepted into the Shaw show on Oct. 2nd and 3rd.

 Note from the President, 

”I am a little disappointed in the showing at our summer exhibit at Florissant Civic Center. 

First there was some confusion about the receiving date June 2nd. This date was assigned 

by Florissant when they originally set the contract. Since Memorial Day was on the Last Monday of May they had the artist hanging in May remove his work on June 1st, which is our usually hanging date. Well needless to say, anyone not at the meetings or without email did not get the correct information. I'm sorry about the confusion. We will try to communicate better in the future. Second I have tried to make the shows as fair as possible. The cost keeps going up if we are to have awards with less artist participating. To break even there must be 15 artist at $20 each. Or we can reduce the amount of the awards. Is it fair that some artist have two pieces and some have four pieces? Is it also fair that some artist pay $20 and some paid $5 per artwork? We will be discussing this at a future meeting when we review that part of the bylaws. Third,there were lonely three members who offer to give some time to help with the show. I want to Thank Barbara Backowski, Charles Meier and myself. In the future I will be appointing members to serve two hour shifts for hanging, receiving, reception and take down. As a member you are responsible a two hour shift at one of the four art shows per year. If you have not serve a two hour shift you will not be able to hang in the next show until you have serve your two hours. I can not spend eight hours on each show, I would like to be able to have some time to paint. 

In August we will be having a Paint-OUT on August 20th at the Jewel Box in Forest Park. The waterlilies will be at their peck. They are beautiful some white, blue and pink. Sign up if you would like participate.
