NAA JUNE 15, 2009 MEETING

GUEST SPEAKER: NANCY MUSCHANY
                     Notes by Chris Enberg

Nancy Muschany is an art teacher in South County; you can take her classes through Meremac Community College. Nancy gave NAA a Watercolor demo and she suggested several ideas and techniques to inspire artist to keep painting. 

TECHNIQUES  1: TUB SOAKED PAPER: Create a pencil drawing on 140 # to 300 # watercolor paper; then soak paper in a tub of water 20 min or longer to saturate completely through. Be aware pencil darkens and becomes permanent once paper is wet. 

After paper is saturated place on a waterproof surface such as PLEXI-GLASS, GATOR BOARD –1/2” foam core w/ a plastic surface, or ARTMATE CHAMPION – corrugated plastic from Cheap Joes. Using a rolled up towel start in the center of the wet paper and roll out to the corners to soak up excess water. No need to tape or staple the paper because the water under the paper causes suction and holds the paper in place while painting. Less buckling occurs because of the papers thorough wetness. Start painting, varying the color of the object being painted to make it interesting and keep changing colors. 

Nancy demonstrated by painting a floral, she kept changing the flower color to achieve various shades within the flower and the same with leaf color. Pull stems of green off wet flower petals so the colors blend. The paint does not spread excessively from soaking the paper as you might think; it stays where it is applied and the color changes made while painting blend beautifully. 

Let the paper dry completely if you decide to stop painting so the paint will permanently set into the paper. 

To finish the painting after the paper has dried completely, re-soak in a tub of water and follow the steps above. Re-soaking the paper does not remove the dried paint whether it is liftable or staining watercolor. A slight bit of color may come off on the towel when rolling off the water after soaking it a second time. 


2: COMPLEMENT PAINTING: Using the complement of the color normally used for an object; paint the whole painting reversing the colors. Anything that would normally be green, paint red and so on with each color used in the painting. This is fun and very interesting to use this technique on one of the paintings in a series.


3: DOMINANCE OF COLOR: Paint with a dominance of color such as BLUE, using different blues, values, and blue textures. If someone were to describe the painting they would say the blue painting. Add less of other colors.


4: SERIES OF SAME PAINTING: Do a SERIES, using the same drawing. 1st—paint the way you see it, 2nd—paint a flat silhouette, 3rd—paint an abstract, 4th—paint intense colors, slightly abstract.


5: ADD A GEOMETRIC OR GRAPHIC DESIGN: Add a geometric or graphic design in a floral or a still life to make it pop. For ex. – Make the flower pot a checked or a striped design. This creates a tension in the painting and makes for interest in viewing.


6: SPICE UP YOUR PAINTINGS W/ GEOMETRIC STRIPS & SHAPES OF PAINTED WATERCOLOR PAPER: Add a design element to still life’s or outdoor scenes. Use unwanted paintings or practice pieces and cut up into strips or any geometric design. Add a very distinct patter by painting stripes horizontally and cut strips or shapes vertically. Use strips that repeat the colors of your painting. Add to the design of the painting in the background or within an object in the painting. Use these strips to test if you like the geometric design before you glue them down or paint them in.

BACKGROUND: Don’t know what to do in a background? 1: Splatter paint off the end of the paintbrush or a toothbrush; spread a few of the paint splatters out with water for a loose background. 

2: “Do the same.”   For example – a painting of red roses – paint the background a rosy-pink. This gives a dominance of color and attracts the eye. A person’s eye will always go to a large red painting. If you feel you can’t paint, paint large and paint red.

TIPS:   If you have any books of famous paintings trace the main lines and the large shapes to see the composition and how simple it may be, how they fill the paper, how the diagonals make up the design. Look for the principles and elements of design.

Nancy’s favorite artist  is Robert Burridge – He uses the ‘Munsel Color Wheel’ designed by clothiers where the natural complements from the regular color wheel have been altered. The Munsel color wheel gives a dominant color, with it’s focal color and  two spice colors that add a little more interest to the play of color. Robert uses the Munsel color wheel to paint with “Dominance of Color” in his paintings and adds the complement and a touch of spice colors to his paintings. Check out www.robertburridge.com  for a free monthly newsletter. 
 “Learn Watercolor the Edgar Whitney Way” is a great book.  In it, Edgar explains the Principles of Elements and Design. Another great book on ‘Principle of Elements and Design is one by Ron Ranson.

This is a rough sample of the Munsel color wheel.   It comes in many sizes and can be ordered from his website (listed above).

Jerry Thomas critiqued some paintings for SLWS members at the April meeting.  A few comments: shadows are darker where they begin and then they fade.  They are also narrower where they begin and then 

get wider and more diffused as they go away.

Put paintings in a low light to see weak places.

When painting rocks/stones, dip ½ the item into water and you will get the real color of the rock and then you can enrich your paintings.

Any time something is coming at you, sharpen the close edge and fade out the farther away edge.  Darken under and lighten on top.

Splashes in water always have a dark edge in water under them.

When trying to lighten a water color on the paper, you can use a very fine sandpaper; then smooth paper out using the backside of a spoon.  I haven’t done this yet to see what happens, but I’m going to try it.

Please let Maggie know when you’ve won an award so we can publish the info in newsletter. 

Put your name on Joan’s list of people who will be willing  to “take a wall” on short notice for shows at Florissant in 2009.  So far,  Jean Martin, Frank Sills, Sandy Karsten, Eleanor Hoefle, Sharon Hopper and Lewis Hizer have volunteered.

TIPS FROM DAVE

How to take a photo & steady yourself when not using a monopod or a tri-pod:

1. Hold your bent arm firmly against your body; your hand will then be at your chin. Place the camera in this hand for steady support and use the other to push the camera button.
2. Aim camera at the subject, (at the eye on a person or animal, or your center of interest) 
3. Push the button half way down and hold to allow your camera to focus.
4. Take a deep breath, let a little air out and hold the rest.
5. You now have 2 seconds before your heart beats and causes you to jerk or move.
6. Press the button down the rest of the way to take the photo.
To shoot a photo with a flash, through glass and not get flash back off the glass: 

1. Put the camera up flat against the glass.

2. Follow 2 through 6 above.

How to light up your art to photograph and not get a glare:

1. Buy two metal clamp lamps from the hardware store (about 10” across) and two 500-watt light bulbs.
2. Use white material to cover the bulbs and make the light soft without any glaring.

3. Using a metal hanger that can be bent, make a framework around the end of the lamp over the bulb to hold the material out away from the hot bulbs.

4. Set up the lamps at a 45 degree angle on each side & same height as art: set art against a wall or slight angle and match the camera angle to the art; the two lights cancel each other for balanced lighting & reduced glare.

5. Or be creative and change how your art will come out in the photo by moving the light and aiming it more towards the bottom or the top of the art. Or try bouncing the light off the ceiling or an object (such as a small reflective umbrella: bought at camera stores) if your camera is digital you can immediately view the difference in each photo and compare them for the best effect.

How to shoot with a digital camera and maintain a clear detailed photo when you enlarge it or crop a small detailed section from the photo and then enlarge the cropped area to a large photo. 
1. Shoot in RAW setting if your digital camera has this setting or in the highest resolution you can.

2. This allows for a lot of pixels so photo does not blur out as it is enlarged in an art computer program.

Other tips:

1. A TIFF extension on a digital photo makes a photo too large for a printer to print; therefore no one can steal your art if you give them your digital art to view, unless they know how to change the file extension.

2. Always use camera cards with 1GB or 2GB, never more. If using a 8GB and the card becomes corrupted or you lose it, all your work is gone. Using small cards only causes a small portion of your art to be lost, and it can happen.

3. Always save a master of each high-resolution photo and use a copy to make changes and experiment on. Then you still have a photo you can enlarge with sharp clarity or to start over if your experiment is ruined. When you are happy with the results of your creativity using Photo Shop or some program save your photo again as an Altered Master, now make another copy. Be sure the photo is the size you want (5x7 or 8x10) and SAVE the new copy with a JPEG extension. This extension compresses all the pixels so there is actually less and the photo becomes smaller and easy to email or to print. You cannot enlarge a photo saved in this format without it blurring. 

4. Always shoot in color, never black and white. If you want a black & white photo, then change the colored pic in a computer art program or some cameras allow you to do this in the camera. Shooting in color captures all the subtle shading, shooting in black & white does not capture the subtle shading.
How to photograph zoo animals through the fence:

1. Make sure the sun is on the backside of the fence from you & your focus is through the fence NOT on the fence.
2. Aim your camera through an opening in the fence and focus on the eye of the subject. (Follow 3 through 6 in “How to steady your camera.” The fence mostly disappears when done correctly.

Dave Merritt, who is a professional photographer for the St. Louis zoo, was the presenter at our Feb. meeting.  His photos are a must-see for any kind of natural wildlife lover.  

Mr. Merritt shared his knowledge of taking photos, framing, lighting, etc.  which are included in this newsletter.  Thank you, Christine Enberg, for composing and typing  the attached tips and info.   Dave is self-taught and believes in sharing and passing on his knowledge.  He brought in dozens of photos, which he gave to the group with permission to paint from them and sell or show the resulting art work, asking only that we acknowledge on back of the work that he was the photographer.

He gave us many hints for photographing animals in the wild.  Things you would never think about.  He is a vegetarian and says this helps him approach the animals because he smells different from people who eat meat.  He washes his clothes in baking soda before he goes out on a shoot and put the clean clothes on when he gets out of the car at the site.

He wears the same aftershave all the time, so the animals at the zoo know him right away by his scent.  He is able to get very close to some and actually in the cages with some.  He has won many national awards for his photography work.  

He is also very knowledgeable about reproducing work, cropping and manipulating art work on the computer.  

He will make slides for you of CD’s if you contact him.  

Many of Dave’s works are on view at the Grafton Gallery and Bruhase.  The Gallery there welcomes plein air painters to set up on the grounds and paint.
