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The next monthly meeting of the Northside Art Association will be on October 17th   at 7:00 at the Hazelwood Library on Utz  Road in the smaller meeting room.   Our demonstrator  will be Mary Mosblech, who was our judge for the August show.  Mary recently went to a workshop and learned some new techniques, which she thought we would find interesting.  

Our Sept. meeting featured Shawn Cornell who is a totally plein air artist. He talked about and showed us the equipment he uses to paint outside.  He has a special easel (Soletek from Blick’s) that will accommodate  small and large paintings and can be used flat, which makes it good for watercolors and acrylics as well as oils.  His “canvas” is compressed wood, light weight, that doesn’t have any grain, doesn’t buckle or warp and is covered with canvas.  He uses four basic colors: white, yellow, red and blue.   From these colors he mixes whatever he wants and it saves him space and money.  He recommends   Art Supply Warehouse for best buys on supplies.  He starts and finishes a painting on the scene; never does anything to it in his studio.    He paints in all types of weather, even rain, snow, heat and he did part of a book (he published later) in 24 degrees below zero.  He decided to do a painting every a day in January and that’s how that happened.  We suggested he do one for April or May next time.  Brr! He brought many paintings along and discussed the history of each and paints used.  One hint he gave us was to always establish shadows first and what you find interesting in the painting to accommodate the weather.
